1.  23 April 70AD Titus & XV, XII, V legions on Mt. Scopus, N.E. of Jerusalem.
2.  Titus’ scouting party ambushed near Women’s gate.
3.  X leg. on Mt. of Olives.  Jews catch Romans off guard.  Titus drives Jews back.
4.  XII & XV leg. camp near Psephinus Tower.  V leg. camp near Western gate.
5.  7 May, XII, XV, V with 3 ramps & rams breach 3rd wall.  Jews retreat to 2nd wall.
6.  Titus enters New City, making camp at Camp of Assyrians.
7.  Mid May, Roman rams bring down tower at 2nd Wall.  Romans enter 2nd City Market.
8.  Jews drive Romans back through breach & take back 2nd Wall.
9.  Romans take back 2nd Wall.
10.  Jews to 1st Wall.  Romans in 2nd City Market again.
11.  X & XV legions with ramps against 1st Wall.
12.  Legions V & XII with ramps against Antonia.
13.  Late May, Jews undermine ramps against Antonia.
14.  Jews destroy ramps against 1st Wall.
15.  Jews drive Romans back to their camp.
16.  Titus attacks Jews flank.  Jews retreat back to 1st Wall.
17.  June, Jerusalem walled, no escape.  New ramps at Antonia.
18.  5 July, Titus takes Antonia Fortress.
19.  17 July, Romans assault on temple Mount.
20.  10 August 70AD (9 Av) Destruction of Temple.
21.  20 Aug. Siege of Herod’s Palace. 7 Sep. Falls.
22. 71 AD, Jewish War Triumph. John prison. Simon executed.
23.  73AD Flavius Silva begins siege of Masada.
24.  74AD Fall of Masada.  End of 1st Jewish War.
