 Let the Lord GOD be a witness against you,
The Lord from His holy temple.

3 For behold, the LORD is coming out of His place; 
He will come down & tread on the high places of the earth. 

Micah - Who is like God?
Who can pardon our sins?

Only Jesus can plead our case.
    My people, Israel, are His flock in Christ.

Time of Hezekiah, king of Judah 722BC. 
Israel North 10 tribes destroyed, by Assyria.
Babylon took Jerusalem captive 586BC.

God, a witness in court from His holy temple. 
3 sections, & prophecy - Redemption through Christ.
     1. Ch 1 & 2 - against Israel.  Capital-Samaria.
    2. Ch 3,4,5 - against Judah.  Capital-Jerusalem.
    3. Ch 6 & 7 - against Jerusalem. 11/7
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Believe, repent, confess Jesus as Lord 
come in the flesh, risen!  Be baptized, & 

filled with the Holy Spirit! Follow Jesus, 
Head of His church (Called out, assembled)!

Micah 6:8…And what does the LORD require of you but to do justly,
to love mercy, and to walk humbly with your God?

Micah 7:18 Who is a God like You, pardoning iniquity and 
passing over the transgression of the remnant of His heritage? 

He does not retain His anger forever, Because He delights in mercy. 
19 He will again have compassion on us, & will subdue our iniquities. 

You will cast all our sins into the depths of the sea. 
Matthew 2:3 When Herod the king heard this, he was troubled, 

and all Jerusalem with him. 4 And when he had gathered all the chief 
priests & scribes of the people together, he inquired of them where the 

Christ was to be born. 5 So they said to him, “In Bethlehem of Judea, 
for thus it is written by the prophet: 6 ‘But you, Bethlehem, 

in the land of Judah, are not the least among the rulers of Judah; For
out of you shall come a Ruler Who will shepherd My people Israel.’ ”

Micah 4:1 Now it shall come to pass in the latter days that the mountain 
of the LORD’s house Shall be established on the top of the mountains, 
And shall be exalted above the hills; And peoples shall flow to it. 
2 Many nations shall come and say, “Come, and let us go up 
to the mountain of the LORD, to the house of the God of Jacob; 
He will teach us His ways, & we shall walk in His paths.” For
out of Zion the law shall go forth, & the word of the LORD from Jerusalem. 
3 He shall judge between many peoples, & rebuke strong nations afar off; 
They shall beat their swords to plowshares, their spears to pruning hooks; 
Nation shall not lift up sword against nation, neither shall they learn war anymore. 
4.…no one shall make them afraid;…6 “In that day,…I will assemble the lame, 
I will gather the outcast And those whom I have afflicted; 
7 I will make the lame a remnant, & the outcast a strong nation; 
So the LORD will reign over them in Mount Zion from now on, even forever.

Birth of Messiah, King whom reigns over spiritual Israel by His Spirit.
Micah 5:2 “But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, though you are little among the 
thousands of Judah, yet out of you shall come forth to Me the One to be Ruler
in Israel, Whose goings forth are from of old, from everlasting.” 3 Therefore 
He shall give them up, until the time that she who is in labor has given birth; 
Then the remnant of His brethren shall return to the children of Israel.
4 And He shall stand and feed His flock in the strength of the LORD,…

In Christ, you
a holy nation.

Age of Messiah, Psalm 72, Isaiah 2. In Christ you are in Zion above.
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Micah 3:1 & I said: “Hear now, O heads of Jacob, 
And you rulers of the house of Israel: Is it not for you to know justice? 
2 You who hate good & love evil; Who strip the skin from My people,
& the flesh from their bones; 3 Who also eat the flesh of My people, 
Flay their skin from them, break their bones, & chop them in pieces 
like meat for the pot, like flesh in the caldron.” 4 …evil in their deeds. 
5 Thus says the LORD concerning prophets who make my people stray; who
chant “Peace” while they chew with their teeth, (Bites for those not feeding them.)
But who prepare war against him who puts nothing into their mouths: 
6“Therefore you shall have night without vision, & you shall have darkness
without divination; The sun shall go down on the prophets,…dark…
7 So the seers shall be ashamed,...for there is no answer from God.” 
8…I am full of power by the Spirit of the LORD, & of justice & might, 
To declare to Jacob his transgression & to Israel his sin. 
9 …Israel, who abhor justice & pervert all equity, 10 who build up Zion 
with bloodshed & Jerusalem with iniquity: 11 Her heads judge for a bribe, 
her priests teach for pay, & her prophets divine for money. 
Yet they lean on the LORD, and say, “Is not the LORD among us?
No harm can come upon us.” 12 Therefore because of you Zion shall be 
plowed like a field, Jerusalem…heaps of ruins,…mountains of temple…bare…

(Evil rule, deceiving prophets.)
Micah 3,4,5, Case against Judah who eat the flock, not feed it.

John 10:7 Then Jesus said to them again, “Most assuredly, 
I say to you, I am the door of the sheep. 8 “All who ever came before Me 
are thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not hear them. 9 “I am the door. 

If anyone enters by Me, he will be saved, & will go in & out & find pasture. 
10 “The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to destroy. 

I have come that they may have life, & that they may have it more abundantly. 
11 “I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd gives His life for the sheep. 
12 “But a hireling, he who is not the shepherd, one who does not own the sheep, 
sees the wolf coming and leaves the sheep and flees; and the wolf catches 
the sheep and scatters them. 13 “The hireling flees because he is a hireling 

   and does not care about the sheep.   14 “I am the good shepherd; 
and I know My sheep, and am known by My own.

Micah 2:12  “I will surely assemble all of you, O Jacob, 
I will surely gather the remnant of Israel; I will put them together
like sheep of the fold, Like a flock in the midst of their pasture; 
They shall make a loud noise because of so many people. 
13 The one who breaks open will come up before them; 
They will break out, pass through the gate, and go out by it; 
Their king will pass before them, with the LORD at their head.”

Age of the Messiah Jesus & His gathering of the remnant.
Micah 1:7 All her carved images shall be beaten to pieces, 
& all her pay as a harlot shall be burned with the fire; 
All her idols I will lay desolate, for she gathered it from the pay of a harlot, 
And they shall return to the pay of a harlot.”
8 Therefore I will wail and howl, I will go stripped and naked; 
I will make a wailing like the jackals and a mourning like the ostriches, 
9 For her wounds are incurable.  For it has come to Judah; 
It has come to the gate of My people— To Jerusalem. 
15…The glory of Israel shall come to Adullam. 
16 Make yourself bald, cut off your hair, Because of your precious children; 
Enlarge your baldness like an eagle, For they shall go from you into captivity.
2:1 Woe to those who devise iniquity, and work out evil on their beds! 
At morning light they practice it, because it is in the power of their hand. 
2 They covet fields & take them by violence, also houses, & seize them. 
So they oppress a man and his house, a man and his inheritance.
3 Therefore thus says the LORD: “Behold, against this family 
I am devising disaster, from which you cannot remove your necks; 
Nor shall you walk haughtily, for this is an evil time.
