5 visions against Israel.

Parenthetical history (Complaint against Amos.)
Hope & restoration in Jesus, Messiah.

8/9 Amos
Burden

Israel, Northern kingdom, 10 tribes. Capital Samaria.
  Bethel & Dan had golden calves.

Judah, Southern kingdom, 2 tribes. Capital Jerusalem.
Amos was sent, a prophet from Judah to Israel.
He was a shepherd & cared for Sycamore fruit.

God would judge Israel for their sins.
Assyria would destroy Israel 722BC.

Babylon would destroy Judah 586BC.
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Believe, repent, confess Jesus as Lord 
come in the flesh, risen!  Be baptized, & 

filled with the Holy Spirit! Follow Jesus, 
Head of His church (Called out, assembled)!

Amos 9:11 “On that day I will raise up the tabernacle of David,
which has fallen down, and repair its damages…

Jerusalem council.  James speaking.
Acts 15:14 “Simon has declared how God at the first 

visited the Gentiles to take out of them a people for His name. 
15 “& with this the words of the prophets agree, just as it is written: 
16 ‘After this I will return And will rebuild the tabernacle of David, 
which has fallen down; I will rebuild its ruins, And I will set it up; 

17 So that the rest of mankind may seek the LORD, 
Even all the Gentiles who are called by My name, Says the LORD 
who does all these things.’(Amos 9:11) 18 “Known to God from eternity 

are all His works. 19 “Therefore I judge that we should not 
trouble those from among the Gentiles who are turning to God,…

 Amos 9:11-15 Hope & restoration in Messiah, Jesus:
Quoted by apostles in New Testament of Jesus and His works.

5 Visions: Against Israel:
1  Ch 7:1-3  Locusts.

2 Ch 7:4-6 Fire on territories.
   These 1st 2 Amos interceded for them, they didn’t happen.
3 Ch 7:7-9 Plumb line in the midst of Israel. Measured by God. 
      I will not pass by them anymore.  Desolate, waste, sword.

Parenthetical history between visions.
(Ch 7:10-17 Amaziah, priest calls conspiracy on Amos’ prophesies.)

   Never again prophecy at Bethel!  The Lord said to me, Go, prophesy…

4 Ch 8:1-14 Summer fruit. (Ripe for judgment!) Sun down at noon!
                                   Shall wander, seek the word & not find it.
5 Ch 9:1-10  Destruction of Israel. God destroys sinful kingdom.
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Amos 5:1 Hear this word which I take up against you, a lamentation, 
O house of Israel: 2 The virgin of Israel has fallen; She will rise no more. 
She lies forsaken on her land; There is no one to raise her up. 
Amos 5:22 Though you offer Me burnt offerings and your grain offerings, 
I will not accept them, Nor will I regard your fattened peace offerings. 
23 Take away from Me the noise of your songs, For I will not hear the 
melody of your stringed instruments. 24 But let justice run down like water, 
And righteousness like a mighty stream. 25 “Did you offer Me sacrifices 
& offerings In the wilderness forty years, O house of Israel?  (sac. of children)
26 You also carried Sikkuth your king (tabernacle of Moloch) & Chiun, 
  your idols, The star of your gods, Which you made for yourselves. 
27 Therefore I will send you into captivity beyond Damascus,”…Acts7:43

3 sermons: Against Israel’s sins:
Hear this word:

 1  Ch 3  Children of Israel, the whole family. No fear of God.
2 Ch 4 Rich women in sin. (cows of Bashan) Oppress poor.
        Israel did not return to God.  Prepare to meet God, O Israel!
3 Ch 5 & 6 House of Israel a fallen virgin.  Seek God & live.
Taking bribes, diverting justice, never remained faithful.  Pride.
Carried idols, the star of your gods.  Woe-Wailing, darkness, death.

Amos 2:6 Thus says the LORD: “For three transgressions of Israel, 
and for four, I will not turn away its punishment, Because they 

sell the righteous for silver, And the poor for a pair of sandals. 
7 They pant after the dust of the earth which is on the head of the poor, 

& pervert the way of the humble. A man & his father go in to the same girl, 
To defile My holy name. 8 They lie down by every altar on clothes taken
in pledge, & drink the wine of the condemned in the house of their god. 
9 “Yet it was I who destroyed the Amorite before them, Whose height 
was like the height of the cedars, And he was as strong as the oaks; 

Yet I destroyed his fruit above And his roots beneath. 
10 Also it was I who brought you up from the land of Egypt, & led you

40 years through the wilderness, to possess the land of the Amorite. 
11 I raised up some of your sons as prophets, And some of your young men 

as Nazirites. Is it not so, O you children of Israel?” Says the LORD. 
12 “But you gave the Nazirites wine to drink, And commanded the prophets 

saying, ‘Do not prophesy!’ 13 “Behold, I am weighed down by you,
As a cart full of sheaves is weighed down. 14 Therefore flight shall perish 
from the swift, The strong shall not strengthen his power, Nor shall the 
mighty deliver himself; 15 He shall not stand who handles the bow, the

swift of foot shall not escape, Nor shall he who rides a horse deliver himself. 
16 The most courageous men of might Shall flee naked in that day,” Says the LORD.

     Amos 2:4 Thus says the LORD: “For 3 transgressions of Judah, 
 & for 4, I will not turn away its punishment, Because they have 

despised the law of the LORD, And have not kept His commandments. 
     Their lies lead them astray, Lies which their fathers followed. 

5 But I will send fire upon Judah, & it shall devour the palaces of Jerusalem.” 

8 burdens:
Repeats expression- For three transgressions, and for four.

Against nations:
1 Damascus. Ch 1:3 Came against God’s people across Jordon.
2 Gaza. Ch 1:6 Philistine cities took all captive.
3 Tyre.         Ch 1:9 Didn’t remember brotherhood w David & son.
4 Edom.       Ch 1:11 Didn’t relent of wrath against brother.
5 Ammon.    Ch 1:13 Killing woman & children to expand territory.
6 Moab.       Ch 2:1 Burning bones, possibly son. 2 kings 3:27

Against Judah:
7 Judah.       Ch 2:4 Despised truth.

Against Israel:
8 Israel.        Ch 2:6 Perverted justice.
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
